We read 
Brown Bear, Brown Bear What Do You See?, in centers the children did a science 
experiment watching the changing colors of Gobstoppers, played Twister, looked 
for circles and squares to color and made a book about colors in the writing center. 
The children worked very hard and seem to have adjusted well to Kindergarten!  
 
 

We are going to get to know 
each other a little better and review 
colors and shapes! 
 
Math: The focus this week is on 
shapes. The children will be naming, 
tracing and drawing shapes. 
Literacy: We will be reading rhyming 
stories, discuss print concepts, work 
on letter formation of our names and 
respond with words and pictures to 
some of the stories we hear.  
Dramatic Play: The children will work 
on social skills in our housekeeping 
center.  
Reading: Everyone will enjoy listening 
to Frog and Toad. There will also be 
other books with the letter Ff in the 
title for the children to view. 
Art: After listening to the story 
Chicka Chicka Boom Boom the children 
will make their own name fall out of 
the coconut tree!  
Computer Lab: On Thursday and 
Friday our class will be heading to the 
computer lab to learn the parts of a 
computer, how to login on our 
computers and begin working with one 
of the programs we have at school!

Ask your child about our bracelet system. This is the 
system that we use to monitor and reinforce positive 
behavior. Every day the children start off with 3 

bracelets. As the day goes on Mrs. Oliver and I look for 
positive behavior in our classroom. If we see negative behavior occurring we will ask 
the children for 1 of their bracelets as a reminder that their behavior was not 
acceptable. At the end of each day, I do a “bracelet check.” I will give the children 
a check mark if they still have their 3 bracelets. After they have accumulated 5 
check marks they get to go to the prize box for a reward. Our prize box is full of 
small trinkets like Happy Meal toys from McDonald’s. All of the kindergarten 
classes at our school use this system and it has worked for us in the past! Please let 
me know if you have any questions! We are always looking for more prize box items 
so this is a great way to get rid of all those little toys that you don’t want around 
the house!
